
Undergraduat e Summe r Financia l Aid Eligibilit y Guidelines 

Financial aid for t he summer is generally limited to the Federal Pell grant, M N State grant, 
Federal Direct Subsidized and Unsubsidized loans, Federal Dire ct PLUS Loan for Parents and 
private student loans.  Eligibili ty is primarily calculated based on remaining aid eligibility from 
the 202��-2�� academic year and FAFSA. St. Thomas Scholarships and Grant are not provided 
to students during the summer term.  

Deadline 

Regardless of which summer term you enroll in, you must be registered for your classes and 
your financial aid file must be complete by June ��, 202��. In June, the Financial Aid Office ��
will review all enrolled students’ eligibility for federal and state grants.  

Enrollment St atus 

You must begin and attend a ll registered cou rses in each summer term to maintain e ligibility 
for your offe red summer financial aid. Changes in enrollment or w ithdrawals m ay impact 
summer aid eligibi lity and result in a reduction or ca ncellation of summer aid.  

The number of credits required to qualify for summer aid varies dep ending upon the type of 
aid. Even if you enroll in the minimum number of credits , you must have remaining eligibility 
from the academic year to qualify for funds.  

Consortium A greements 

St. Thomas does not participate in co nsortium agreements. W e determine your fin ancial aid 
eligibility on ly for St. Thomas courses. Courses t coursework to determine your summer fin ancial aid eligibility. 

Study Abroad 

Your eligibility for fin ancial aid will be based on 
the costs of the study abroad p rogram, 

provided y ou are approved for th e program b y the St. Thomas Study Abroad Offic e. Funding 
is not available for any n on-credit co urse or experience.
